We will be installing a second SID on Hartshay Hill with the funding
we have received from the Derbyshire Police and Crime Commissioner. The process for
testing the lamppost and licencing with Derbyshire County Council has started.

The Clerk reported that she had met with our current youth activity providers, The Old Farm Bus
and Blend and asked them to put their costings together for the next financial year so we can
continue our youth work with them.

Clir Freeborn said he was pleased with the work we do regarding youth initiatives. He wanted the

Discuss traffic on Oxford Street, Ripley

Clir Emmas-Williams reported that on Saturday 17" February 2024, there were two cars parked
on Oxford Street and the bollards were down. He wanted to know why this had happened. He
went on to say that in previous years, White’s Jewellers had a key for the barriers that can be
used in an emergency should a vehicle need to be let out. This could be something that is
considered again.

Clir Somers replied to say that the barriers at the bottom of Oxford Street are sometimes down
so cars can exit safely.

Discuss Ripley Town Council possibly looking to employ a Grounds and General Services
Operative.

Clir Wilson explained that the Clerk is looking into how much it would cost to employ someone to
undertake tasks in the surrounding villages and towns and looking at what these tasks might
involve, what the rate of pay will be, in liaison with DALC (Derbyshire Association of Local
Councils). The information will be discussed at the Employment Committee, Environment and
Regeneration Committee and Finance and Management Committee meetings for joint working.
A proposal will then be put together for the council to consider.

Clir Freeborn added that councillors, especially with villages in their ward, need to feed into this
process via the committees mentioned.

Discuss roads and pathways in the Ripley Township.
Clir Hawkins reported that the current state of the roads with potholes is shocking. He encouraged
people to report faults via the Derbyshire County Council website.

Clir Holmes reported that vehicles are parking on pavements in Ripley Town Centre, particularly
on Church Street and Grosvenor Road. This is becoming an access and safety issue for
pedestrians. He suggested Ripley Town Council place floral planters in these areas to prevent
parking.

Discuss the cost-of-living-crisis

Clir Freeborn reported that the crisis still exists. The scale of cuts is high, especially on highways
to make up for the statutory services. The future is bleak in our community. He had recently
spoken to local headteachers who are feeling increasingly desperate through the lack of support
where hardship occurs. This is now a middle-class crisis too. One in three people earning £30k-
£60k will fall into debt through high interest rates, student debt and job insecurity. Ripley Town
Council provide Citizen Advice sessions in Ripley Library to help. He recently read that the
Department for Work and Pensions have banned job centre staff from sending people to
foodbanks due to Data Protection Law. This is the scale of poverty in our community.
