After his second heart transplant, he became
unwell and towards the end of last year, Kori
started receiving palliative care. With his family
fearing that Christmas 2022 would be his last,
Ripley Town Council invited him to switch on our
Christmas lights.

We want to help keep Kori's memory alive and
continue his plight to raise awareness of the
importance of organ donation.

We urge those of you who watch YouTube, to
subscribe to his YouTube channel and watch the
videos that Kori made with his family - just search
for 'Kraken the Box'. Kori's story of his heart
transplant journey spread worldwide with the
help of American film star, Johnny Depp. Kori was
a huge fan of The Pirates of the Caribbean film
series in which Mr. Depp starred as Captain Jack
Sparrow, which also started Kori's obsession with
pirates!

The Make-A-Wish Foundation arranged for Mr.
Depp to video call Kori back in December 2022.
He also recorded a special message to Kori, as
Captain Jack, which can be seen on YouTube.
