Welcome to the latest Mayors message.

As | go to various engagements across the township, one of the questions | am often asked
is, “How do you become Town Mayor?”.

The first step is to put yourself forward in the local Town Council elections to represent
your local community. This is a voluntary role which attracts no payment or expenses. It is
invariably undertaken by local Town Councillors to support and promote the wellbeing of
the people in their area. Town Councillors work as individuals addressing local concerns,
together in committees to focus on specific topics and as a Full Council to do their best to
benefit the whole community.

In May each year the Full Council elects one of the serving
Town Councillors to take up the role of the Town Mayor and
one to act as Deputy Mayor. In addition to responding to day
to day issues raised by their local residents, the civic remit of
Mayor is quite wide and varied. It includes Chairing the
monthly Council meetings and being involved in Council
Committees. The most visible role of the Mayor, however, is to
be the public face of the Town Council at a variety of
engagements.

Speed Indicator Device
slows down motorists in
Sawmills

In August, 2023, Ripley Town Council installed a
mobile Speed Indicator Device (SID) in Sawmills,
near Ambergate. This was after residents
expressed concerns to their local Ripley Town
Councillor, Nigel Weaving and Derbyshire
County Councillor, Paul Moss, about vehicles
regularly exceeding the 30mph as they drove
along the A610 through the village.

The SID accurately measures the speed of
oncoming vehicles and displays this value to the
driver, along with a green, smiley face if their
speed is 30mph or below and a red, sad and even
an angry face if their speed exceeds the 30mph
limit.

Residents have reported that they have noticed
vehicles significantly slowing down when they
approach the SID, thus reducing the risk of
accidents in their village.

The device was purchased through funding
provided by the Derbyshire Police and Crime
Commissioner.

Ripley Town Council are in the process of
applying for more funding for a second device.
The SID can then be moved to more locations
throughout the Ripley Township.

We are hoping the next location will be
Waingroves Road, Waingroves towards the end
of the year, to deter motorists from speeding in
that village.
